Are you aware of the basic safety rules concerning the
use of charcoal and/or propane grills? Here are some
good tips:

1. Place the grill away from siding, deck railing and

out from under roof eaves and overhanging

branches

Periodically remove grease buildup

4. Check propane cylinder hoses for leaks before use

5. Do not move hot grills

6. Dispose of charcoal properly, keeping ash
containers outside and away from combustible
construction

CITY TRASH CONTRACT

April 6, 2010 the Camdenton Board of Aldermen approved a
contract with Allied Waste Services of Osage Beach, for solid
waste disposal in the City of Camdenton effective with the
expiration of the present contract on September 30" of this year.

As with the previous contracts for solid waste disposal,
Camdenton residents and commercial businesses are not
prohibited from removing their own trash but if you subscribe to
solid waste service the contract requires that Allied Waste
provide this service. Presently residential customers using a Poly
Kart receptacle which is provided by Allied Waste pay $8.64 per
month and residential customers using their own trash receptacle
pay $6.85 per month. As the negotiations began for the new
contract, Allied Waste suspended the review for a price increase
allowed by their present contract and trash service rates
remained at the 2008 cost through the remainder of the present
contract.

With the new contract all residential customers will go to Poly
Kart service only, which will be provided by Allied Waste, at the
rate of $8.15 per month. The Poly Kart has the capability of being
emptied into the trash truck mechanically, which will improve the
safety for their personnel and our residents. Residential
customers will continue to be billed quarterly.

Allied Waste will continue to accept recyclables from Camdenton
customers free of charge at their transfer station in Linn Creek
andgAff O2yGAydzS (2 LIN&ideAtRS /
spring clean up free of charge to residents of Camdenton.

The rate schedule for residential and commercial service effective
October 1, 2010, is available at City Hall or can be viewed on the
City website - www.camdentoncity.com/services.htm#trash.
Allied Waste has committed to working with all customers during
the transition to the new contract.
